This is a juried show for Arts & Crafts only for the 2009 
Kerrville Folk Festival Crafts Village.  Strong preferential 
consideration is given to vendors who produce and sell 
hand-crafted items (as opposed to imports).  We are not 
accepting applications from food vendors.  If you 
haven’t sold here before, send slides or photographs 
that represent the quality and variety of your work.  
Please label each with your name and price range of 
the pieces.  If you need your slides returned, please 
include a SASE.  If your work is represented on a 
website, please provide the URL.  You will need to have 
a Texas Sales Tax ID Number.  For Texas sales tax 
information and forms call (800) 252-5555.  
 

FESTIVAL DATES & TIMES 
 

18th Annual Kerrville Wine & Music Festival 
 Sept 4 – Sept 6, 2009 
 

Please Note:  The Crafts Village is open on each of the 
three main stage performance nights from 6 PM until 
closing (usually midnight to 1 AM). You will receive a 
complete schedule with your acceptance letter. 
Remember that you will be expected to have your booth 
manned for each of these nights. 
 

BOOTH SPACE 
 

The Crafts Village is located in the main outdoor 
theater.  Booths are either 8’ x 8’ or 10’ x 10’.  They are 
rustic spaces with tin roofs and level floors.  Each booth 
comes with 2 suspended light fixtures and enough 
power to illuminate them.  Most booths have additional 
outlets, but please don’t count on additional electricity.   
Please note that the 10’ x 10’ booths rent first, so sign 
up early. 
 

PROHIBITED SALE ITEMS 
 

Please do not sell drug paraphernalia (legal or not), or 
items containing any amount of explosive material, 
including party poppers.  Also, keep in mind that this is 
a WINE event so guest need to be able to taste and 
smell things clearly.  For this reason, burning of incense 
or smudge sticks near the wine booths will be strictly 
prohibited! 
 

BOOTH AVAILABILITY 
 

Not all crafts booths will be available for the Wine & 
Music Festival.  Many of the booths facing the stage will 
be occupied by wineries.  If you are accepted, you will 
be notified of your booth assignments by July 31st. 

 

BOOTH FEES 
 

8’ x 8’ booth   $135 
10’ x 10’ booth  $165 

       

Note:  All fees need to be paid in full by the 7/17/09.  
Your booth fee includes two, 3-day passes to the festival 
plus free rustic tent camping and ONE parking permit 
good for free parking in our permit parking area just 
outside of the parking lot theater entrance.  If you need 
additional parking permits, call the festival office (regular 
parking rates will be $3 per day per vehicle). 
No camping in booths.  No booth sharing without prior 
authorization.  You must have your booth set up for ALL 
THREE MAIN STAGE PERFORMANCE NIGHTS - 
RAIN OR SHINE. NO REFUNDS ONCE BOOTHS 
HAVE BEEN ASSIGNED! 
 

Application Deadline – July 17, 2009 
 

Please Note:  Full payment is due with application.  
Payments will not be processed unless you are 
assigned a booth. Repeat Vendors: We will not be able 
to guarantee your booth unless paid in full by July 17, 
2009.  After this date, booths will be assigned to new 
artisans.   
 

CRAFTS VILLAGE SECURITY 
 

Our dedicated Volunteer Staff provides 24-hour security 
in the theater area.  We cannot, however, be held 
responsible for any lost, stolen, or damaged goods. 
 

CHECK-IN 
 

Vendors may check-in between noon and 6 PM on 
Thursday, Sept 3 or Friday, Sept 4. All vehicles must 
be out of the theater no later than 3 PM on Friday, 
Sept 4. Booths must be ready to open at 6 PM on 
Friday, Sept 4. Theater gates open at 6 PM each night. 

 

CAMPING 
 

Rustic tent camping is included in your booth fee.  
There is no electricity; however, there are showers 
and clean sanitation facilities in the campgrounds. 
There is a $20 per day fee to park your car in the 
campground. Parking in the parking meadow is $3 per 
day (free for vehicles that display the appropriate 
permit)  NO PETS or recorded music are allowed on 
the ranch during the festival.  No one under 18 years 
of age may camp without a parent or legal guardian.  
NO FIREARMS, CONCEALED WEAPONS,  OR 
FIREWORKS EVER.  You must conform to all 
Festival Campground Rules.  RV sites are available 
with hook-ups.  Please see our website or call for 
details and prices.
